| found information on the website http://people.usd.edu/~bwjames/tut/learning-style/
regarding the three main learning styles. At this website, there is a short, free, assessment
that you can take which will give you an idea what your learning style is. | thought this might
be helpful for students and parents to learn their style so a student could alter their study
habits to best fit their learning style. It should be used only as a guideline, not as scientific
proof, to help a student improve study habits. The following is information describing each
learning style.

Visual Learners: take numerous detailed notes, tend to sit in thetfrare usually neat and clean,
often close their eyes to visualize or rememberetbhing, find something to watch if they are bored,
like to see what they are learning, benefit fraomstirations and presentations that use color, are
attracted to written or spoken language rich ingerg, prefer stimuli to be isolated from auditonda
kinesthetic distraction, find passive surroundirtg=l

Auditory Learners: sit where they can hear but needn't pay attentiovhiat is happening in front,
may not coordinate colors or clothes, but can expldy they are wearing what they are wearing and
why, hum or talk to themselves or others when bomreduire knowledge by reading aloud, remember
by verbalizing lessons to themselves (if they dthv@ly have difficulty reading maps or diagrams or
handling conceptual assignments like mathematics).

Kinesthetic Learners: need to be active and take frequent breaks, spitkheir hands and with
gestures, remember what was done, but have difficetalling what was said or seen, find reasons to
tinker or move when bored, rely on what they caedly experience or perform, activities such as
cooking, construction, engineering and art helprtiperceive and learn, enjoy field trips and tables t
involve manipulating materials, sit near the doosa@meplace else where they can easily get up and
move around, are uncomfortable in classrooms wihenglack opportunities for hands-on experience,
communicate by touching and appreciate physicalpyessed encouragement, such as a pat on the bac

Remember that the
most important outcome of your child's sciencegrbjs the joy and learning that comes from
scientific discovery.

What is involved in doing a Science Fair Project?
Science Fair projects usually include these steps:
1. Help your child think of a topic that interestshéPlants, Animals, Water Quality, Electricity,
Magnets, Food, Chemistry, Weather...).
2. Help your child narrow it down to a problem, questor project idea. Help at:
www .scifair.org

3. Work with your child to research the project id€ansult books, encyclopedias, magazines, or
search the Internet. Talk to teachers or other lpg®perts in that field.

4. Letthem develop a Hypothesis. A hypothesis isdurcated guess or prediction about the solution
to the problem. The project experimentation witiiwto find out if your hypothesis is correct.
Write down their hypothesis before continuing.

5. Test the Hypothesis by doing the experiment. Hae child repeat it enough times to make sure
they have reliable results. Encourage them to kegpnized and neat data. Take photographs if
possible.

6. Project Conclusion. What did they find out? lalgght if your child’s hypothesis is proven
incorrect. Have them summarize the results optiogect experimentation and a declare how the
results relate to their hypothesis. Was their llypsis correct? Why or why not?

What types of Science Fair Projects can be done?
Science Fair projects can be generally put intoadribree (3) categories. A fourth type of projecalso
eligible for the Saint Jude Science Fair:

Type I. An Investigation. Exampleddow long does it take your heartbeat to return tomal
after exercising? At what temperature do varioolkds melt?

Type Il. Construction of a Kit or ModelHow does a submarine work?

Type lll. A Demonstration of a Scientific Principl®o levers lighten the load?

Type IV. Research ProjecMeat Eating DinosaursPlease note, Type IV projects are not likely
eligible for advancement to the Regional Sciende &dPFW.

How much time will a Science Fair Project take?
A good approximation of the time necessary to cateph Science Fair project is several hours spead
over a timeframe of about 4 - 6 weeks. Succegsjects have been completed over parts of two



consecutive weekends. In addition, consider cotimgi¢he project about one week before the Sciéare
so that the last week can be focused on prepaoinipé oral presentation aspects of the Scienae Fai
