ACRE TEST 
In mid March students in Grades 5 & 8 will be 
participating in the National Catholic Education 
Association Assessment of Catechesis/Religious 
Education.  This assessment serves as a tool for 
evaluating the effectiveness of our educational programs.  
It provides information on the religious knowledge, 
beliefs, attitudes, and practices of our students.  All 
Catholic schools in our diocese will participate in this 
assessment.

Beginning in the fall, Indiana law requires that all students in 6th through 12th grade be vaccinated against 

the following diseases: Neisseria Meningitis (Meningococcal disease), Varicella (Chickenpox) and 

Pertussis (Whooping cough). 

 

Students in these grades must be vaccinated against all three by the first day of the 2010-11 school 

year or they will be excluded from school.  To assist you in meeting this requirement, the Fort Wayne-

Allen County Department of Health is partnering with our local school systems and Super Shot to provide a 

month-long opportunity for families to get all three of the required vaccines free of charge (normal cost, 

$242.00).  During the month of March, we will be open at the following location:

Carew Medical Park, 1818 Carew St.  

Monday through Thursday (March 1-March 25) 

3 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. 

You can access Carew Medical Park either from Lake Avenue or East 

State Boulevard. Parking is available in an attached garage. The 

vaccine clinic will be on the third floor in Suite 300. Please be sure to 

bring your child’s shot record and/or any proof of chickenpox infection 

or past immunization.  Students under age 18 must be accompanied by 

a parent or legal guardian (with notarized documentation).  

We hope that you take advantage of this important opportunity.  If you 

should decide to wait until August or September of this year to 

vaccinate your child, please expect long waits and for your child to be 

excluded from school.

Proceeds benefit 8th grade class trip to Chicago 
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By Popular Demand:  Priceless Teacher Performance 
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We had 2 great presentations by Officer Todd Battershell and Sergeant Jim Richey from 
the Fort Wayne Police Department on the topic of safe internet usage.  Officer Battershell 
spoke with the 6-8 grade students and Sergeant Richey spoke to the parents.  The 
information that was provided was very informative and hopefully will result in all of us 
being able to better keep our children safe. 
 
Parents, we need to be involved in our childrens’ lives, even if they feel that we are too 
controlling or nosey.  Sergeant Richey put internet safety like this:  We would never allow 
our children to go into a large crowd of strangers alone, to travel to other cities, counties, 
or countries so why would we let them go on the internet alone?  The internet opens up 
the entire world to them, which has both good and bad points to it.  It is fascinating to 
learn from other people, to interact with others, however it is very simple for a person to 
hide their true identity.  This is how many pedophiles interact with children.  They also are 
a very tight group, who share information with each other.  It is important that we 
understand and help our children to understand that being smart and safe on the internet 
is imperative!  
 
Both officers spoke about the dangers of putting pictures or personal information on the 
internet, Facebook, My Space, etc…  It is very simple for someone with bad intentions to 
get a hold of these pictures and get access to our children.  One example given was a 
police officer who pretended he was a teenager to gain the trust of a teenage girl, used 
simple information that she had provided during casual chats (such as where she went to 
school, in which activities she participated) to track her down at school and follow her 
home.  Even though the girl did not provide an address or phone number, he was able to 
determine where she lived.  He later went back to the home to share this with her 
parents.  Fortunately, he was a police officer trying to help her to be safe instead of a 
person with bad intentions.   
 
Another issue of concern is many people don’t understand that once something is put on 
the internet, or in cyberspace, it is there forever!  It can never be totally deleted.  Officer 
Battershell told the students to think about what they put on the internet before they do it, 
and ask themselves, “Would I want (person they respect, Mom, Dad, Grandma, etc..) to 
see this?  If the answer is no, don’t post it! 
 
Both of the officers have special training through the FWPD dealing with this issue.  The 
FWPD has special computer programs that can help to determine the identity of anyone 
who uses the internet.  If you or your child ever receives any questionable content from 
someone, you should make a copy of it and contact the FWPD.  
 
Both officers also spoke about cyberbullying.  Cyberbullying is an illegal activity that 
needs to be reported.  Ideally, if you become aware of cyberbullying, you should contact 
the parents of the bullying child and try to work through the situation.  If you can’t resolve 
the situation, please feel free to contact myself or the administration for assistance.  To 
better help our students, we all need to work together.
